Suggested witness step-by-step procedure (English speaker)

e Check if the document is a statutory declaration

e See the declarant’s face

e Confirm the declarant’s identity

e Look for any blank spaces or alterations

® ook for any annexures

e Check the declarant understands

e Warn the declarant

e Ask the declarant to declare the contents are true and correct

e Watch the declarant sign the statutory declaration in front of you

e Sign and print your full name, JP registration number and other
details

e Certify identity requirements have been met

e Complete and sign the statement on each annexure (if any)

e Certify the declarant understood (for blind or illiterate declarants

only)

Suggested witness step-by-step procedure (non English speaker)

e Check if you need an interpreter who is accredited

e Check that the interpreter is independent and impartial

e Follow the usual first five steps for witnessing a statutory declaration

e Check the wording of the interpreter’s declaration

e Read the statutory declaration aloud to the non-English speaking
declarant

e Check the non-English speaking declarant understands

e Warn the non-English speaking declarant

e Ask the declarant to declare the contents are true and correct

e Warn the interpreter

e Ask the interpreter to declare the contents are true and correct

e Follow the final steps for the interpreter’'s declaration, as applicable

e Follow the final steps for the non-English speaking declarant'’s
declaration, as applicable
